1. 2 Corinthians 1:3-4 

Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of compassion and the God of all com-
fort, who comforts us in all our troubles, so that we can comfort those in any trouble with the comfort we 
ourselves receive from God. 
Truth: We can oϜer empathy to others because of the troubles we face. 

2. Romans 8:35 

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or na-
kedness or danger or sword? 
Truth: GodɅs love is stronger than the pains of this world. 

3. Psalm 40:1-3
